A building also has a svmbolic function and makes a visible statement about its use. We

usually expect some correspondence between what a building appears to suggest its use is and
what its use actually is. Among Egyptians, Greeks, and Romans. and for the Renaissance and
the Baroque architect from 1400 to 1750, there were general guidelines as to the form and
appearance of buildings for certain uses. but nowadays there is much greater latitude. Since
roughly 1920, therefore, architects have had to do two things simultaneously—invent original
forms using new building technologies and devise appropriate new symbolic representations
for the functions they are housing.Often the exploitation of new technologies has taken
precedence over symbolic representation. and many twentieth-century buildings tell us almost
nothing about what goes on inside them. As an example, compare two buildings designed by
Mies Van der Rohe for the campus of the Illinois Institute of Technology during 1949-52. One
is Boiler House, perhaps the most utilitarian building of the ensemble: the other is the chapel.
Yet there is nothing in either the form or the material of the chapel that tells us how its function
differs from that of the Boiler House. It may be that Mies van der Rohe was viewing the chapel
as an all-purpose space and wished not to create a fixed image so that a new use could be
accommodated in later. One might contrast the LI.T. chapel with the interior of the Zion
Lutheran Church. Portland. Oregon. 1950. by Pietro Belluschi. which to most observers
embodies the functional character of a religious building without attempting to recreate Gothic
vaults. crockets, or finials.

No building is devoted wholly to one kind of function. Most buildings contain a mixture of
purely utilitarian function and symbolic function. Figure | represents the “universe™ of
combined utilitarian and symbolic content for any given building: the diagonal lines cutting
through the diagram show what relative percentage garage might contain (90 percent utilitarian
and 10 percent symbolic), whereas a memorial structure might be just the opposite (10 percent
purely utilitarian function and 90 percent symbolic). A private house might be somewhere in
the middle. with equal concern given to accommodating utility and symbolic representation. A
public library or city hall today might be in much the same location on this graph, perhaps
favoring symbolic or representational function over strictly utilitarian. but in the nineteenth
century such buildings favored symbolic function much more. Thus. the diagram in Figure 1
shows the mix of utilitarian and symbolic functions at only one point in time. For a different
period, past and future. the lines for different building types would cut across the field at
different locations.

Passage 3

Buildings by so-called primitive peoples almost invariably reveal subtle and sophisticated
responses to the environment. Consider, for example. the thick adobe consiruction of the
typical house in the American Southwest. a material and construction technique similar to that
used north of the Sahara from Morocco to Egypt and in other places with similar climate. The
problem is the constant exposure to the sun, which in June radiates 2750 British thermal units
(Btu) of energy per day on one square foot. Translated, New Mexico, at 35" latitude, measuring
10 feet to a side (100 square feet or 9.3 square meters). receives enough energy each day to
raise the temperature of 4 tons of water from 66'F to 100°F. It is a significant amount of heat.
One way of dramatically cutting down that heat gain is to prevent the sun from touching the
roof. as the Anasazi people cleverly did nine hundred years ago in building their villages up in
the recesses of caves, as at Mesa Verde, in southwestern Colorado. The houses are positioned
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just far enough back that. in summer, the overhang of the cliff prevents the sun from reaching
the roof surfaces. In the winter. however. the low-slanting sun reaches to the back of the cave.
