Population aging has been accompanied by an epidemiological shift in the leading causes of
death from infectious and acute conditions associated with childhood to chronic conditions. A
number of factors have been associated with this epidemiological transition: modernization and
urbanization (especially improvements in standards of living and education) better nutrition,
sanitation, health practices, and medical care.

A project made by WHO suggested that, by 2015, deaths from chronic diseases — such as
cancer, hypertension, cardiovascular disease, and diabetes — would increase 17 percent, However,
few developing countries have implemented primary prevention programs to encourage those
healthy lifestyle choices that would mitigate chronic diseases or delay their onset.
