Creoles, meanwhile, developed in settlement colonies in which
speakers of a European language, often indentured servants whose language would be
far from the standard in the first place, interacted extensively with non-European slaves,
absorbing certain words and features from the slaves' non-European native languages,
resulting in a heavily basilectalized version of the original language. These servants and
slaves would come to use the creole as an everyday vernacular, rather than merely in
situations in which contact with a speaker of the supersirate was necessary.

PASSAGE 2:

Before a learner can make any hypotheses about systems that could underlie the specific
language forms that she has perceived, she must first learn (probably through rote
memorization) a certain (critical, but se far unspecified) number of separate (i.e.
unlinked) items. This is what I will call the item learning stage, after Cruttenden, who
presents evidence for the existence of such stages in the learning of phonology,
morphology/syntax, and semantics. Once a critical number of such items has been
learned, however, it seems to be in the nature of the human mind to try to discover
relationships among them. Slobin also believes that once some linguistic material has
been stored it must be systematized through comparison of acquired material and
through establishment of classes of linguistic material. He suggests that ‘*although we
have no direct evidence for the basic strategies for grouping information in linguistic
storage, some O[perating] P[rinciple]s can be proposed as at least minimal
prerequisites’. In a broad view, salient dimensions for system building include
phonological similarity, referential meaning, pragmatic function, and formal patterning.
Such activity thus initiates the period of system building, characterized by the Kkinds of
hypothesis making, testing and revision just discussed.

PASSAGE 3:

In western thought there has been a venerable tradition in which the mind has been
conceived in terms of distinet faculties. With the advent of cognitive science in the 1950s,
the digital computer became the analogy of choice for the human mind. While the idea
that the mind is a computer has been a central and highly influential heuristic in
cognitive science, the radical proposal that the mind, like the computer, is also modular
was made by philosopher of mind Jerry Fodor. In a now classic book, Modularity of
Mind, published in 1983, whose reverberations are felt to this day, Fodor proposed that
language is the paradigm example of a mental module. And this view, from the
language-as-instinet perspective, makes perfect sense. According to Fodor, a mental
module is realized in dedicated neural architecture. It copes with a specific and
restricted type of information, and is impervious to the workings of other modules. As a
consequence, a module can be selectively impaired, resulting in the breakdown in the
behavior associated with the module. And as a module deals with a specific type of
information, the module will emerge at the particular point during the life cycle when it
is needed. Hence, a mental module, in developmental terms, follows a characteristic
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schedule. The notion that the mind is modular might, on the face of it, make intuitive
sense. In our everyday lives we associate component parts of artifacts with specific
functions. The principle of modularity of design is both a practical and sensible
approach to the manufacture not just of computers but of many, many aspects of
everyday commodities, from cars to children's toys. However, the evidence, as will
become clear, provides very little grounds for thinking that language is a module of
mind, or indeed that the mind is modular.
