Human beings used speech as a means of communication long before writing was invented. 
Writing represents, or symbolizes, “the sounds we make when we speak.” Written language is usually 
more formal than speech. In a typical conversation, a speaker will stop and start, leave a sentence 
unfinished and say “er” or “um” when thinking what to say next. Written language, by contrast, is 
much more tidy and organized. If you were to write down exactly what people were saying in a casual 
conversation, you would end up with a very rough and untidy piece of writing. Also, in a conversation, 
speakers often predict what someone is about to say next, and interrupt, or talk briefly at the same 
time as another person.
