In September of 1929, traders experienced a lack of confidence in the stock market's ability
to continue its phenomenal rise. Prices fell. For many inexperienced investors. the drop
produced a panic. They had all their money tied up in the market, and they were pressed to sell
before the prices fell even lower. Sell orders were coming in so fast that the ticker tape at the
New York Stock Exchange could not accommodate all the transactions.

To try to reestablish confidence in the market, a powerful group of New York bankers
agreed to pool their funds and purchase stock above current market values. Although the buy
orders were minimal. they were counting on their reputations to restore confidence on the part
of the smaller investors, thereby affecting the number of sell orders. On Thursday, October 24,
Richard Whitney. the Vice President of the New York Stock Exchange and a broker for the JI.P.
Morgan Company. made the effort on their behalf. Initially. it appeared to have been
successful. then. on the following Tuesday. the crash began again and accelerated, By 1932,
stocks were worth only twenty percent of their value at the 1929 high. The results of the crash
had extended into every aspect of the economy. causing a long and painful depression, referred
to in American history as the Great Depression.

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PASSAGE 2:

The idea of using paper as money is almost as old as paper itself. The first people to do it
were the Chinese, who made the earliest banknotes over 1.000 vears ago. However, they soon
grew so fond of their invention that they printed far too much and this led to inflation The most
famous issuer of paper money was Kublai Khan, the Mongol who ruled the Chinese empire in
the 13" century. Kublai Khan also confiscated all gold and silver, even if’ was brought in
through foreign trade.

Though explorers like Marco Polo were impressed with the Chinese system. paper money
did not succeed everywhere. In Persia, its introduction led to a total collapse of trade. By the
15" century even China had more or less given up on paper money.

In Europe. the first issuer of paper money was Sweden. In 1661, Johan Palmstruch's
Stockholm Banc introduced the first banknotes. Other European countries soon followed the
Swedish lead. One reason for establishing the Bank of England in 1694 was to print paper
money so that the balance could be kept in a bank account. The bank is now the longest
continuous issuer of banknotes in the world. In France. the Banque Royale was set up in 1718,
It was very successful at first but when people realized that it had issued twice as much paper
money as France total supply of gold and silver. confidence went and the bank collapsed.
Nowadays. national realize that the quantity of paper money they issue has to be regulated.

The real masters of paper money. however, were across the Atlantic in America. And the
father of American paper currency is undoubtedly Benjamin Franklin. the man who features on
today's hundred dollar bill. He was a printer who strongly believed in the benefits of paper
money.

So who has the best banknotes? Almost everybody would agree that America's should be at
or near the bottom. Top position depends. naturally. on taste. although it is often the smaller
countries, such as Guatemala, that print the most attractive notes. In Europe. some experts
praise the modern designs of countries such as the Netherlands and Finland. Australia is a
pioneer in the use of plastic, rather than paper. Over the past decade. most of the countries of
Eastern Europe and the ex-Soviet Union have chosen to introduce new banknotes. The most
attractive are said to be Estonia's and Macedonia's.

In the terms of economist Irving Fisher. capital is a stock of wealth at an instant of time.
Income is a flow of services through time. Capital is the embodiment of future services. and
income is the enjoyment over a specitic period of time. With these definitions. it does not
seem possible to confuse the two terms. One relates to the amount in the reservoir at any time.
and the other refers to the amount flowing out ol the reservoir during a period of time.

When these terms are related to business enterprises. they take on slightly different
meanings. In the above definition, income is the enjoyment from the use of capital: however, a
business enterprise does not exist for the purpose of enjoyment. Its purpose is to provide a flow
of wealth for the benefit of its owners or beneficiaries. Whereas, capital is still the stock of
wealth that can provide future services, income is thought of as the flow of wealth or services
in excess of that necessary to maintain a constant capital. Although a firm may be thought of as
relatively permanent in nature, it is not the responsibility of the accountant to see that the
invested capital is preserved. This is the responsibility of management, or possibly the decision
of the owners or equity holders. The accountant's responsibility is to report the amounts that
have been made available to the beneficiaries lor their enjoyment or reinvestment and the
change in the capital of the enterprise.
