Rural flight (or rural exodus) is the migratory pattern of peoples from rural areas into
urban areas. It is urbanization seen from the rural perspective. In modern times, it
often occurs in a region following the industrialization of agriculture—when fewer
people are needed to bring the same amount of agricultural output to market—and
related agricultural services and industries are consolidated. Rural flight is exacerbated
when the population decline leads to the loss of rural services, which leads to greater
loss of population as people leave to seek those features. Rural flight may occur in
response to social determinants. A significant proportion of rural flight in India. for
instance, occurs due to social factors such as migration with household. marriage. and
education. Migration with households and marriage affect women in particular as most
often they are the ones required to move with households and move for marriage.
especially in developing regions. Rural youth may choose to leave their rural
communities as a method of transitioning into adulthood. seeking avenues to greater
prosperity.

PASSAGE 2:

Farm-to-table is a social movement which promotes serving local food at restaurants
and school cafeterias. preferably through direct acquisition from the producer (which
might be a ranch, fishery, or other type of food producer which is not strictly a
"farm"). This might be accomplished by a direct sales relationship, a community-
supported agriculture arrangement, a farmer's market, a local distributor or by the
restaurant or school raising its own food. Farm-to-table often incorporates a form of
food traceability where the origin of the food is identified to consumers. The farm-to-
table movement has arisen more or less concurrently with changes in attitudes about
food safety, food freshness. food seasonality, and small-farm economics. Advocates
and practitioners of the farm-to-table model frequently cite the scarcity of fresh, local
ingredients; the poor flavor of ingredients shipped from afar: the poor nutritional

integrity of shipped ingredients: the disappearance of small family farms: the
disappearance of heirloom and open-pollinated fruits and vegetables: and the dangers
of a highly centralized food growing and distribution system as motivators for their
decision to adopt a more locavore approach to the food system. Despite the growth in
the farm-to-table restaurants the movement has been met with some criticism. Critics
argue the interest in knowing where vour food comes from and ensuring it is locality
sourced is just another food fad for millennials. Furthermore, the higher price point
that many restaurants are forced to demand, given the higher costs of production and
lower economies of scale, also make farm-to-table food less accessible for many
people. The movement was originally closed tied to "tree-hugging elitists," who were
able to afford farm-to-table food. Lastly, critics argue that the farm-to-table term is not
fully understood by consumers. For example, foods advertised as farm-to-table are
considered healthier regardless of actual nutritional content.

PASSAGE 3:

Community-supported agriculture (CSA) is a system that connects the producer and
consumers within the food system more closely by allowing the consumer to subscribe
to the harvest of a certain farm or group of farms. Community-supported agriculture
farms today share three common characteristics: an emphasis on community and/or
local produce, share or subscriptions sold prior to season, and weekly deliveries to
members/subscribers. Though CSA operation varies from farm to farm and has
evolved over time, these three characteristics have remained constant. The functioning
of a CSA also relies on four practical arrangements: for farmers to know the needs of a
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community, for consumers to have the opportunity to express to farmers what their
needs and financial limitations are, for commitments between farmers and consumers
to be consciously established, and for farmers needs to be recognized. From this base.
four main types of CSAs have been developed: farmer managed (a farmer sets up and
maintains a CSA. recruits subscribers. and controls management of the CSA):
shareholder/subscriber (local residents set up a CSA and hire a farmer to grow crops,
and shareholders/subscribers control most management); farmer cooperative (multiple
farmers develop a CSA program); farmer-shareholder cooperative (farmers and local
residents set up and cooperatively manage a CSA). In most original CSAs, a core
group of members existed. This core group of members helped to make decisions
about and run the CSA including marketing, distribution. administrative, and
community organization functions. CSAs with a core group of members are most
profitable and successful. However. almost 72 percent of CSAs do not have a core
group of members. CSAs with a core group of members operate more successfully as a
farmer-shareholder cooperative and CSAs without a group of core members rely much
more on subscriptions and run most prominently as shareholder/subscriber CSAs.
