I have mixed feelings about this monumental 1600-page book. Most readers would not
be advised to buy it, but it would be a good addition to the university or lab library.
This is a very well written and very personal chronicle of cognitive science in the 20th
century. Margaret Boden, a British philosopher with strong ties to MI'T, has put her
considerable energy and intelligence into providing a non-technical overview of many
(but by no means all) of the developments leading to the current state of cognitive
science, construed broadly as the inter-disciplinary effort to understand intelligence
using both biology and computation as cornerstones.

It is basically science journalism written by someone who has been passionately
interested in the developments. There is no technical detail. but she does try to convey
the scientific ideas in a general way. I quite enjoyed reading (parts of) the book and
even got new perspective on some events that I was involved in. The book has a good

deal of juicy gossip about personalities and conflicts. Margaret Boden has done an
outstanding job of promoting some of the forgotten contributors and tries to present a
balanced view, but she has her heroes. Heroic personalities help the narrative flow, but
it does detract from any sense of objectivity. For example. she dismisses some critics
of Minsky’s later work as “callow MIT graduate students hardly fit to lick his boots™ (p. 921).

In science, experiment without theory is blind. but theory without experiment is
empty. Artificial intelligence (Al) has made many theoretical contributions to the
interdisciplinary field of cognitive science. which also encompasses psychology.
neuroscience, linguistics, and philosophy. Until the 1950s when Al emerged, there was
no plausible explanation of how high-level cognitive functions such as problem
solving could be carried out mechanistically. The idea of mind as machine is ancient,
going back to the Greek and Roman atomists, but the idea only turned into a scientific
hypothesis with the development in the 1940s and 1950s of modern ideas of
computation. Since then, there have been major theoretical developments about mind
and computation coming not only from Al but also from cognitive psychology and
computational neuroscience.

PASSAGE 3:

The Society of Mind theory was born in discussions between Marvin Minsky and
Seymour Papert in the early 1970s at the MIT Artificial Intelligence Lab. One of the
world’s leading Al labs, its explorations encompassed diverse strands of research
including machine learning, knowledge representation, robotic manipulation. natural
language processing. and commonsense reasoning. As a result. it was perhaps clearer
to this small community than any other at the time the true complexity of cognitive
processes. The severity of this issue may have been confronted for the first time in the
famous “copy-demo™ project. Toward the end of the 1960s. Minsky and Papert and
their students built one of the first autonomous hand-eye robots. Its task was to build
copies of children’s building-block structures it saw through cameras using a robotic
hand. In particular, Minsky and Papert found that no single algorithm or method was
adequate for solving even the simplest-seeming problems like assembling towers of
blocks.

Ultimately, these kinds of experiences led Minsky and Papert to become powerful
advocates of the view that intelligence was not the product of any simple recipe or
algorithm for thinking, but rather resulted from the combined activity of great societies
of more specialized cognitive processes. However, there were few ideas at the time for
how to understand and build systems that engaged in thousands of heterogeneous
cognitive computations.
